JACoW trend
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Advanced tools: SP+paper management

• SPMS developed and used since early 2000s
– tailored on JACoW workflow
– massive repository of accelerator personnel and 

contribution metadata
• Indico: grown up from ‘events’ management
– modern interface & functionalities
– active and stable development team
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Indico – SPMS merge project: v 2.1

• Enhanced role system – possibility to create role groups within conferences and 
to assign fine-grained permissions per role;

• Non-public contribution types – limiting who can assign certain contribution types;
• Creation of Session Types – similar to custom Contribution Types;
• Session-Classification linking – Indico will automatically suggest the session in 

question whenever a poster is accepted for the corresponding classification;
• Non-public abstract fields – they can only be set by the managers/judges, and not 

by the submitter;
• Contribution cloning – useful when present in 2 different sessions;
